Life Cycle of a Sea Turtle 
 The mother sea turtles swim to the beach to lay their nest





 She digs a hole and lays her eggs





The mother sea turtle cover the eggs with sand





The mother sea turtle covers the eggs with sand





Mother turtles will return to nest in 2 week intervals until all the eggs have been deposited. 





The eggs incubate for 7 – 10 weeks after nests are laid hatching





Hatchlings race to the ocean





Hatchlings spend 5 to 20 years in the open ocean and migrating to feeding grounds in coastal waters before reaching adult hood
