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Caring for Stranded Marine Animals





Turtle Survival Game Instructions:
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Target Age: Grades 2nd to 6th 
Massachusetts State Standards: Life Science (Biology) Grade 3-5 8  
Background: The turtle survival game is designed to demonstrate the terrible odds the hatchlings face at the early life cycle stages.
Materials needed: turtle hatchlings cards, three pouches of hatchling’s fate, and board* (sheets, shower curtain or pavement)

* Boards should be designed with a hotel, beach and ocean section 

Procedure:
1 Each child starts with a packet of 10 individual turtle hatchlings cards for a total of 100 hatchlings for each person. 

2 All participants will start by standing in the beach region, where the players will be asking to draw a fate from beach bag. Pending the pulled fate, the player will be ask to move to the appropriate region (ie. stay at the beach, move to ocean or hotel) and turn in the lost hatchlings from the pulled fate.

3  Repeat this until one player draws the fate, “you have survived many years in the wild and return to the same beach that you were born on to lay your nest!” and all other players have lost all their hatchlings. 
Lesson:  This exercise shows the unfortunate fates of many hatchlings face in their early life, which helps contribute their endanger status.
