Applicants must be an NMEA member in good standing. Chapter membership is a plus, but not required. 

Ineligible: NMEA Officers, other voting members of the Board of Directors, Institutional or Corporate members, and scholarship recipients within the past three NMEA Annual Conferences.

Selection and Award

All applications that are received by the deadline will be acknowledged.  Applications postmarked by the deadline are not acceptable.  Applications for NMEA scholarships are confidential and will be seen only by the NMEA Scholarship Committee reviewers. Selection will take place by April 20, 2010 and all applicants will be notified of the results as soon as possible.  Successful applicants must have completed the regular conference registration form and will be reimbursed at the conference.  If you are awarded a scholarship and cannot attend the meeting please notify Mare ASAP so the award can be given to the next qualified applicant.
